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There has been a lot in our local 
and national newspapers and in 
the broadcast media of late about 
child sex abuse by priests and 
accusing our Holy Father, Pope 
Benedict XVI of covering up  
certain cases. 
 

First of all the abuse of minors and children is a crime 
and a serious sin and can never be excused and  
certainly should not be covered up.  Here in the Diocese 
of Raleigh we have been proactive since these crimes 
first came to light in 1988 in Louisiana.  Bishop Gossman 
issued guidelines for the protection of children and the 
reporting of any such accusation to the civil authorities. 
In1992 our Diocese endorsed the guidelines adopted by 
the American Bishops and established the office of Child 
Protection. 
 
Back to our Holy Father; I refer you to the Diocesan 
website for the complete statements of Father Lombardi, 
the Vatican Communications director and Cardinal  
Levada the Prefect of the Congregation for the Doctrine 
of the Faith.  Cardinal Levada gives the most complete 
answer to these charges. 
 
Some of our Bishops have not always acted properly in 
these cases and that is a fact; but the Holy Father is  
being falsely accused. Sensational headlines may sell 
newspapers but they do not always state the truth. I 
would be happy to talk with any of you about this.
